3. Competition for first prizes is solely within each age group; it is not inter-group. 

4. The winners are selected by audition to perform in the annual Young Pianists’ Honor Recital.  

5. Performers will be selected on the basis of their repertoire to participate in the Young Pianists

6.  All awards are determined at the auditions; awards are presented at the conclusion of the recital.

    * Minimum performance level comparable to J.S. Bach’s Inventions or Short Preludes

    * Either two contrasting compositions or one of length

    * A suite or group of miniatures will NOT be accepted

    * A movement of a Sonatina or Sonata is considered one composition.

    * All pieces must be memorized.

    * At least one copy of the music, on which the names of neither teacher nor student appear, must be                                 

       made available to the Judges at time of audition.  Photocopied scores will NOT be accepted.  

    * The maximum playing time allowed is 10 minutes.

    * No composition will be selected for performance unless it has been auditioned in its entirety.

 Timings:

    * All compositions must be timed by the teacher. 

    * We reserve the right to interrupt performances that go beyond the 10 minute limit.
